Trivia: Although it has not been confirmed. there is a story that has persisted to this day.
One of the prisoners used in the film at Florence Penitentiary ws allowed (o go to New
York unescorted for the world premiere of the movie. He was let out on the promise that
he would return. He kept his word.

The Honor System - 1917, Silent drama that was the first socialy conscious film that
made a plea for prison reform. Plot: The story of an innocent man convicted of murder
and his grim experiences in a prison run by three corupt administrators. It attacked the
mistreatment of inmates and included a dramatic prison-break scene. Trivia: Director
Raul Walsh and actor Jack Picktord (brother of silent movie star Mary Pickiord)
actualy stayed in the prison for a few days o get a feel for the atmosphere. Raoul Walsh
is the man who discovered John Wavne.

2. Three Sevens - 1921. Plot: Daniel Craig, an inocent man is convicted of
manslaughter. The prisoners plan to take over the prison due to mistreatment by the
Warden. A few escape. A new Warden arrives and promises Daniel justice if he gets the
escapees to return. Daniel gets them to return and finds out the real murderer was the
long lost son of the previous corrupt warden. He also finds romance with the new
Warden’s daughter. Trivia: Antonio Moreno stared in the movie. He was well known as
a “Latin Lover™ during the silent movie era. If you grew up in the 1950°s and 60°s he 15
best known for his part as the scientist Dr. Carl Maia who discovers “The Creature From
Black Lagoon™. He also played Emilio Figueroa in the classic John Wayne western
“The Searchers”™

4. The Way To The Gold - 1387, Plot: Jeffrey Hunter plays the part of a paroled inmate.
While in prison an old conviet tells him about $230,000 that was buried in northern
Arizona.

Warden Thomas Rynning was the last Territorial and the first State Prison Warden. Prior to
being appointed Warden he was an Indian Fighter with the U.S. Cavalry. He was present
at the Surrender of Geromimo & participated in the chase of Siting Bull & his band as
they escaped to Canada after the Battle of Little Big Horn. He also rode with l'eddsy
Roosevelt & the Rough Riders during the Spanish American War. He then became a
Captain of the Arizona Rangers. As an Arizona Ranger he is credited with the most
arrests and convictions of anyone in Arizona. His exploits were many and the Rangers
helped bring law and order to the Arizona Territory especially in the area near the
Mexican border. From 1957-1959 there was a television series called “26 Men.” It was
about the adventures of the Arizona Rangers and many of the scripts were based on
actual cases from Arizona Ranger history. One of the main characters in the series was
Captain Tom Rynning, played by little know actor Tristram Coffin
