. Inmates wishing to participate in the process will be required to complete an Inmate Request for Withdrawal, Form 905-1, for the cost of the
photos (currently $2.00 each with a limit of 4 photos). The Inmate Requests for Withdrawal form will be accepted two (2) weeks prior to the
holiday. (Deadline dates provided in above chart.)
